The proposal


Ofwat proposes:

(i) to vary the Appointments of Wessex Water as a water and sewerage undertaker so that it includes the Site in its Water Supply Area and its Sewerage Services Area; and
(ii) to vary the Appointments of Severn Trent as a water and sewerage undertaker by excluding the Site from its Water Supply Area and its Sewerage Services Area.

This proposal is possible because Severn Trent has consented to the appointment of Wessex Water as the water and sewerage undertaker for the Pork Farms Bowyers site. 

The customer in question (Pork Farms Bowyers) has informed Ofwat that it wishes to be within Wessex Water's Water Supply Area and Sewerage Services Area.
